Curated by Ms Reena Dewan, Director, Kolkata
Centre for Creativity, this collection will be put on display for the public for the first time exclusively
at Kolkata Centre for Creativity from 11th April to 18th April 2021.

Between securing our borders and chalking out military strategies, 'masked' amidst masks and yet hiding
in plain sight, is also Lt. General Chauhan's inspiring story of collecting masks, laden with valuable
insights and fascinating anecdotes. Though at first glance these visually distinct masks of various
colours, shapes, and sizes, might reflect the diversity of our cultural beliefs, differences in religious and
ritualistic idiosyncrasies across continents and within our own country, there lies in them a common
thread of humanity and lived experience that Mukhota promises to reveal through this unique
exhibition.

KCC will also organize folk performance from Sikkim and other insightful lectures along with a walk-
through and presentation by the Lt General, and also open up for the enthusiasts a space for one-on-one
dialogue with the collector himself. This exceptional exhibition will provide the Kolkatans with a
singular opportunity to traverse and learn more about the world and one's own country.
