Integrating several expressions of art and design 

to highlight their common creative core – KCC encourages visitors to explore, interact and design ideas 

on various art forms.   KCC works in the areas of Capacity Building, Well-Being, Conservation & 

Restoration, Craft & Design, Culinary, Visual and Performing Art.   It acts as a catalyst for Artistic 

enhancement through Displays, Presentations, Fellowships, Laboratories, Residences, Conservation, 

Research and Discourses.
